HB Mortar is formulated for ideal handling at 
70°F (21°C).  Do not use if temperature of mortar 
or components are below 50°F (10°C). If 
temperatures are below 50°F (10°C), condition 
components and substrate before application.

Installation 
Conditions

1 part solution: 2.5 parts powder by weight. 

Powder loading may be adjusted slightly to suit 
individual bricklayer handling preferences. 

Ratio

Pour measured quantity of solution into clean, 
dry mixing vessel. Slowly add measured quantity 
of powder to solution and mix thoroughly until 
fully blended.

1-2 hours at 50°F (10°C)
30-60 minutes at 70°F (21°C)
15-30 minutes at 90°F (32°C)
