Pavement Use a wire brush or similar tool to uproot
embedded and loose debris from cracks and
seams. Use an air blower or power washer to
clear dirt, dust and debris from the crack or
seam to ensure a clean, dry surface for proper
adhesion. Allow enough time for the pavement
to completely dry before applying VersaTak.

APPLICATION EQUIPMENT GUIDELINES

Blackhawk 5800 VersaTak can be applied to the paving surface by hand.
Where cracks are less than 1/4 in wide, VersaTak can be laid flat over the
crack for proper coverage.

Where cracks are 1/4 in or wider, VersaTak can be rolled into ropes and
placed in the crack and heated. An additional application of VersaTak can
then be laid flat over the crack and heated for added coverage.
