Flexjoint Joint Sealant is formulated for ideal 
handling at 70°F (21°C). Materials and substrate 
should   be acclimated to the air temperature 
prior to installation, and the air temperature 
should be between 50°F (10°C) and 90°F (32°C) 
during installation and cure. Bonding surfaces 
must be clean, dry and neutral pH.

9.1 lb resin: 0.51 lb hardener. Ratio

Do not mix partial units. Mix Part A resin for 1 
minute. Slowly add Part B hardener to Part A 
resin. Mix thoroughly for 3 full minutes.
